JEOPARDY

THEMES: MULTIPLE

AGES: MIDDLES, JUNIORS, TEENS

Considerations:

-Child’s knowledge of the T.V.show “Jeopardy”

-Offers potential to cover themes specific to your group

-May weave curriculum themes in with lighter faire

Supplies:

-Large bulletin board with index cards or

-Any flat surface with Post-its

-4-6 topics with 4-5 “answers” related to the topic e.g. Feelings; Memories; TV and Movies; Travel; School; Supports; Activities and Sports; Music; etc.

Instructions:

1. Assess knowledge of TV show rules; have child of facilitator note:

“Pick a category and topic; answers are in the form of a question”

2. There are no right or wrong answers

3. After first child has answered the question, each child may take a turn

PROCESSING

1. Take time to process answers as they are given, not after the game is over.

2. Observe styles…staying with a category, starting with the big money, doing all the ‘$200’ answers first.  This may indirectly note personality traits.

3. Compare similar and different answers.

Options:

-Have kids create a category, and each submit a question

-Use a buzzer or a bell, like the TV game

-Have play money for the first one who answers
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
